Stage 1 Light: Spreading Begonia Hula varieties require light for germination — do not cover

seed.

Stage 1 Temperature: Higher temperatures, up to 77°F/25°C, improve germination and

uniformity.

Stage 1 Moisture Management: minimum is Level 5 (saturation).

Stage 1 Duration: Depending on temperature, germination begins on day 5-7 and can
continue through day 8-14.

Stage 2 Temperature: Higher temperatures, up to 75°F/24°C, improve germination and

uniformity.

Stage 2 Moisture Management: Level 5 is optimal, minimum is Level 4. Keep soil uniformly
moist until the first true leaf develops and expands.
